This year’s National Mustang Convention was organised and hosted by the Auckland Mustang Owners Club over La-

bour weekend in late October, and was especially notable for the superb Viaduct Basin Events Centre that the club
secured for the Saturday Mustang show and public display.

Total entries were approx 142 spanning all years and models, albeit with a strong 2015/16 representation. Approx two
thirds were housed in the high roof, floor to ceiling glass showcase within the Events Centre to be judged, with the
(not for judging) immediately outside on the surrounding viaduct wharf areas. What a location!

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A large contingent of Canterbury Mustang Owners Club members made their way out to Gladstone
Park Woodend on Sunday 6th November for the annual All USA Day run by the American Car Club.

Although it wasn’t a hot sunny day as in past years it was still pleasant enough to get the picnic baskets
out and enjoy the occasion.

The line up of club vehicles was a fantastic sight with an excellent mix of older and newer models,
convertibles and hardtops especially with our flags in full flight. It was great to see new members out in
force as well as plenty of “old hands”.

This event always draws a huge number of entries and a very diverse group of makes and models and it
takes a fair amount of time to wander around the ground to view all the entries and make a selection for
“peoples choice”.

Club member Dean Stavreff was a recipient of one of the judged Top Ten entries for his awesome Shelby
— well done Dean.
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My interest in Mustangs began in 1996 when Air NZ decided to sponsor a team in the Variety Bash — a
colourful 7 day event for needy kids travelling through big towns and tiny back country communities,
fundraising and donating along the way.

A bit of history — The Variety began in Pittsburgh, USA in 1928 when a group of Variety performers
found an abandoned baby girl in an empty theatre. The mother was never found, so the performers
pledged to provide for her care and education through fundraising. Variety Club is now a worldwide
organisation and the Bashing is dressing up and raising money through fun events.

Back at Air NZ a group was formed in Christchurch and the decision made to enter a Ford Mustang. It
was three weeks before the event started and the only car they could find was a tatty 1966 Mustang in
Auckland. Money changed hands at Auckland Airport and the car was immediately driven to Christ-
church for the frantic work to begin.

Avon City Ford kindly helped. A rusty guard was replaced, the car tidied up and painted teal blue. The
suspension and brakes were overhauled, the engine tuned and the transmission serviced.

Now the car was sound, preparation for the event started. A sump guard and tow bars were fitted front
and rear. The suspension was raised for the rough roads ahead. A big water tank and pump were fitted
in the boot to supply two hand held water cannons in the car and crowd spraying nozzles in the ends of
the roof racks.

A model Boeing 737 aeroplane was made by local boat builders Cresta Craft and mounted on the car.
The bonnet, roof and boot lid were painted like a runway, flashing lights were fitted, a grunty P A and
stereo fitted that played sounds of steam trains, aircraft engines sirens and more. Musical air horns
were a must and massive flags were mounted on the back of the car.

The team won the prize for “Best Presented” but as event “virgins” they quickly learnt their water can-
nons were great, but no match with fire engines in a water fight. Other teams stole their keys, wheel
clamped the car and did anything to get huge “fines” from them. They learnt fast and returned the fa-
vours.

A support van travelled with them, handing out thousands of lollies, stickers, caps, bags, balloons and
other souvenirs along the way. They had a ball and many celebrities joined them en-route.

The 289 V8 was overhauled and tickled up a bit for the next year’s event and is still running strong to-
day. Over the next six or seven years the car travelled from Cape Reinga to Bluff and coast to coast par-
ticipating in local shows, Variety Bashes, Christmas events, children’s parties, the Queenstown Winter
Festival, NPC Rugby matches, school fundraisers, Warbirds over Wanaka and many, many more.

Time was taking its toll on the car and it was eventually sold at Turners Car Auctions in Christchurch.
Now fully restored with door panels, floor panels, guards and other rusty bits replaced, it enjoys a pam-
pered life in North Canterbury. Originally gold, the Mustang is now painted Moss Green.

This ’66 Mustang has lead an interesting life and helped many children with its fundraising efforts. See,
Mustangs do improve life.

Are there any more heroic Mustangs out there? We would love to hear their stories too.
